	Layering
1. Taking a portion of the A theme (once at 16, later at 42) ask just the melodic voices and percussion to play. Adjust dynamically as needed.

2. Next, ask the low boys and girls to play with them, just as bold but not overpowering the melos. Adjust as needed.

3. Add the accompanying voices now, asking them to fit into the texture without overpowering the bottom and melody. Adjust as needed.

4. Repeat this process with the B theme, the fanfares, the coda, and transitions.
